


authority whether that is the school or the police.
Parents disciplining other children put themselves at
risk of police/legal action or of being banned from the
school grounds for a considerable period of time. In
my experience, approaching another child or parent
rarely ever solves a problem and this should be left to
school personnel to deal with and we will involve
parents as necessary. All children have the right to feel
safe in the school environment and unwanted
approaches from other parents have no place in our
school.

Cyber Bulling Research Project

The Queensland University of Technology is conducting a
research project with respect to Cyber Bulling. Many schools
on the Gold Coast including Gaven have been asked to be a
part of the project. This will involve some survey and
discussion groups with students in Years 6 and 7, surveys of
Teachers and some parents. Informationin the form of a letter
and consent form will be sent home shortly. The information
will be collated by the research team and the findings will
help shape our school policies in this important new area.

Swine Flu Update

As you would already know, any student or parent who has
travelled to Mexico, the USA, Canada , Panama and Japan
and returned to Australia needs to stay away from school for
the ensuing 7 days to minimise the spread of this flu. Further
to this list Victoria has now been added so any student or
parent who has travelled to Victoria will also need to be
quarantined for 7 days. It is important to follow these
procedures strictly to avoid a case of this flu at our school
which would result in the school being closed for at least 7
days.
